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Your Lourdes Sunday Liturgy at Home 
30th Sunday in Ordinary Time  

October 25, 2020 
 

“you were once aliens yourselves  
in the land of Egypt.” 

– Exodus 22:20 
 
 Right after God proclaims the Ten Commandments to Moses in 
the Book of Exodus, there’s a cascade of other rules, norms and 
dictums listed that ballooned to a grand total of 613 laws that 
regulated the social, communal and religious life of the Hebrew 
people.  Among these rules was the prescription not to oppress the 
alien or stranger who lived among them and a reminder that they 
were once strangers in a strange land, therefore, they should know 
how that feels.  It’s a call for empathy and for recognizing the worth 
and dignity of the newcomer in their midst. It’s a demand that all be 
compassionate and just in the manner that God is. This is a powerful 
message for our time, communally, nationally and worldwide. 
 
 In our Gospel selection this weekend, Jesus is asked which of 
those 613 laws is the most important, and he comes up with the prime 
rule – love God with your whole being (Deuteronomy 6:5). But then 
he quickly adds a corollary by quoting Leviticus 19:18: “You shall love 
your neighbor as yourself.” For Matthew’s Jesus, love of God and 
neighbor as self are the interpretive key to what the “reign of heaven” 
is like.   Sound easy?   Au contraire. 
 

During Jesus’ historical ministry and in many branches of 
Judaism today, everyone was expected to greet the sunrise by praying 
the Shema. Taken from Deuteronomy 6, the prayer begins, “Hear O 
Israel! The Lord is our God, the Lord alone! You shall love the Lord, 
your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your 
strength.”   

 
In one of Judaism’s most treasured stories, the famous 1st 

century  teacher Hillel  responded to a gentile’s taunt to teach him the 
entire Torah in the time it took him to stand on one foot. Hillel 
responded: “That which is hateful to you, do not do to your fellow. 
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That is the whole Torah; the rest is explanation; go and learn.” Love 
of others is a constant for anyone who enters a relationship with God. 

 
To fully understand our Gospel reading, a quick review of 

Judaism 101 would help. The Shema remains the centerpiece of the 
daily morning and evening prayer services and is considered by some 
the most essential prayer in all of Judaism. An affirmation of God’s 
singularity and sovereignty, the daily recitation of the Shema is 
regarded by traditionally observant Jews as a biblical commandment. 
 

The first verse of the Shema, from Deuteronomy 6:5, is among 
the best-known in all of Jewish liturgy. It is recited at the climactic 
moment of the final prayer of Yom Kippur, the holiest day of the year, 
and traditionally as the last words before death. Traditionally, it is 
recited with the hand placed over the eyes: 

מַע רָאֵל שְׁ הוָה יִשְׁ הוָה אֱלֹהֵינוּ יְׁ ד  יְׁ אֶחָָֽ  
She-ma yisrael, adonai eloheinu, adonai echad 
Hear O’ Israel, the Lord is our God, the Lord is One 

 
This verse is followed by one line of text that is traditionally recited in 
an undertone: 

כוּתוֹ בוֹדכְׁ  שֵם בָרוּךְ עוֹלָם מַלְׁ וָעֶד  לְׁ  
Baruch shem kavod malchuto l’olam va-ed 
Blessed is the name of His glorious kingdom forever and ever 

 
The remainder of the Shema prayer is taken from three biblical 
sources:  Deuteronomy 6:5-9; Deuteronomy 11:13-21; and Numbers 
15:37-41. 
 

The first verse of the Shema is considered the most essential 
declaration of the Jewish faith — the Lord is our God, the Lord is one. 
The passage that follows details the particular ways in which that 
faith should be lived: Love God with all of your being, teach it to your 
children, recite it when you wake and lie down, bind it as a symbol on 
your body. 
 

As a reminder of the centrality of God in one’s life, a Mezuzah is 
placed on every doorway in an observant Jewish household.  The little 
case contains a scroll with the first verse of the Shema inside:  “the 
Lord is our God, the Lord is one” and the backside of the case has one

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of the Hebrew names of God inscribed on the back:  Sha-dai 
which also means "Guardian of the doorways of Israel”. 

 
These Mezuzahs on the doorjambs are a constant reminder of 

how on the eve of their liberation from Pharaoh’s Egypt they smeared 
blood of the lamb on their doorposts to ward off the Angel of Death.  
Thus, God’s reminder in our passage from Exodus 22 that they were 
once aliens and sojourners should not come as a surprise; they should 
know how disorienting and vulnerable they felt.  God also calls for 
empathy for the poor, and care for widows and orphans – indeed all 
the neglected and marginalized. 

 
Our Exodus selection today is from the Covenant Code or the 

Book of the Covenant, (Exodus 20:22-23:33), immediately following 
the Exodus account of the Ten Commandments, (20:1-21). This law 
code is set within the covenant relationship framework which God 
established with the people through Moses on Mt. Sinai.  Aliens, 
widows and orphans were usually powerless and poor, relying upon 
the goodness and compassion of others. 

 
Aware of such disparity and powerlessness among community 

members, God’s will and laws demand justice and right relationship. 
God, attuned to the needs of the poor and powerless, promises to 
respond when they cry out in their need. God also says that those who 
do not reach out in compassion and justice towards others are in for 
trouble. 
 

One example of offering compassion and justice was in making 
loans. Loans were made not to take advantage of the other but to 
alleviate economic distress by not charging interest on loans. That 
meant not taking the cloak or outer garment used by the poor as a 
sleeping blanket during the cold of the evening. Amos, the strong 
prophet of justice, excoriates the rich for sleeping upon garments 
taken in pledge from the poor (2:8).

1st Reading – Exodus 22:20-26 
Thus says the LORD: 20 “You shall not molest or oppress an alien, 
for you were once aliens yourselves in the land of Egypt. 
21 You shall not wrong any widow or orphan.22 If ever you wrong them 
and they cry out to me, I will surely hear their cry. 
23 My wrath will flare up, and I will kill you with the sword; then your 
own wives will be widows, and your children orphans. 
24 “If you lend money to one of your poor neighbors among my 
people, you shall not act like an extortioner toward him by 
demanding interest from him. 25 If you take your neighbor’s cloak as a 
pledge, you shall return it to him before sunset;26 for this cloak of his 
is the only covering he has for his body. What else has he to sleep in? 
If he cries out to me, I will hear him; for I am compassionate.”

Gospel – Matthew 22:34-40 
 

34 When the Pharisees heard that Jesus had silenced the Sadducees, 
they gathered together, 
35 and one of them, a scholar of the law tested him by asking, 
36 “Teacher, which commandment in the law is the greatest?” 
37 He said to him, “You shall love the Lord, your God, with all your 
heart, with all your soul, and with all your mind. 
38 This is the greatest and the first commandment. 
39 The second is like it: You shall love your neighbor as yourself. 
40 The whole law and the prophets depend on these two 
commandments.”

11. For all the dead, that they see God face to face, especially Angela 

and Anthony Lucas, Henry Murray Stephen Claxton and Camilla 

Roberson for whom this Mass is being celebrated.  We pray: Hear 

the cries of the poor, O God.  

 

12. Please share any intention you have [PAUSE..…] as well as all our 

own needs.  We pray: Hear the cries of the poor, O God. 

 

Presider: God of justice, you have spoken clearly regarding our 

responsibility to love not only you, but also our neighbors. You have called 

us especially to love and serve those who are most vulnerable. Help us to 

love as Jesus loved.
