And they killed those who announced
beforehand the coming of the Righteous One, whom you have now betrayed
and murdered, >you who received the law as delivered by angels and did not
keep it.”

Jesus said, “Whoever confesses
Me before men, | will also confess before My Father who is in heaven.
But whoever denies Me before men, | will also deny before My Father
who is in heaven.”
