The Easter Vigil



The Vigil of Easter is celebrated this evening as the conclusion to the sacred
Triduum (Three Days). What began on Holy Thursday, and continued through
Good Friday and Holy Saturday, now culminates in the initial celebration of the
resurrection of our Lord, Jesus Christ, from the dead — a celebration that will
continue tomorrow morning and throughout the seven weeks of the Easter season.

The Vigil of Easter is typically comprised of six parts: 1) The Service of
Light, 2) The Service of Readings, 3) The Service of Holy Baptism, 4) The Service
of Prayer, 5) The Service of the Word, and 6) The Service of the Sacrament (which
we will reserve for tomorrow morning).

The prominent theme is how as Christians we have been baptized into the
death and resurrection of Jesus (Romans 6). Tonight we remember our own baptism
as we witness a baptism and a confirmation. Just as Christ passes from death to life,
we too pass into life eternal and out of darkness into His marvelous light.

Service of Light
We begin in the cemetery, gathered around a newly kindled fire. From this
fire we light a new Paschal Candle which will be used at baptisms and
funerals throughout the year, reminding us that in baptism we have received
Christ, who is the Light of the World.

O God, You are like a refiner’s fire, and Your Spirit enkindles the hearts
of Your faithful people with the fire of Your love. Bless, we implore
You, this new flame and those who keep this joyful Easter festival that,
burning with desire for life with You, we may be found rightly prepared
to share in the Feast of Light which has no end; through Jesus Christ,
Your Son, our Lord, who lives and reigns with You and the Holy Spirit,
one God, now and forever.

Introduction to Readings

(P)

In this most holy night our Savior, Christ the Lord, broke the power of
death and by His resurrection brought life and salvation to all creation.
Let us praise the Lord, for He truly keeps His Word. The sun of
righteousness has dawned upon us who have sat in darkness and in the
shadow of death.

The Creation Genesis 1:1—2:3

A reading from Genesis, the first and second chapters.

lIn the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. 2The earth was

without form and void, and darkness was over the face of the deep. And the
Spirit of God was hovering over the face of the waters.

3And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light. “And God saw that

the light was good. And God separated the light from the darkness. *God
called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And there was evening
and there was morning, the first day.



®And God said, “Let there be an expanse in the midst of the waters, and let
it separate the waters from the waters.” "And God made the expanse and
separated the waters that were under the expanse from the waters that were
above the expanse. And it was so. 8And God called the expanse Heaven. And
there was evening and there was morning, the second day.

9And God said, “Let the waters under the heavens be gathered together into
one place, and let the dry land appear.”

14And God said, “Let there be lights in the expanse of the heavens to
separate the day from the night. And let them be for signs and for seasons, and
for days and years, and let them be lights in the expanse of the heavens to
give light upon the earth.” And it was so. ¥*And God made the two great
lights—the greater light to rule the day and the lesser light to rule the night—
and the stars. 1’And God set them in the expanse of the heavens to give light
on the earth, 8o rule over the day and over the night, and to separate the light
from the darkness. And God saw that it was good. °And there was evening
and there was morning, the fourth day.

20And God said, “Let the waters swarm with swarms of living creatures,
and let birds fly above the earth across the expanse of the heavens.” ?!So God
created the great sea creatures and every living creature that moves, with
which the waters swarm, according to their kinds, and every winged bird
according to its kind. And God saw that it was good. 22And God blessed them,
saying, “Be fruitful and multiply and fill the waters in the seas, and let birds
multiply on the earth.” 2And there was evening and there was morning, the
fifth day.

24And God said, “Let the earth bring forth living creatures according to
their kinds—Iivestock and creeping things and beasts of the earth according to
their kinds.” And it was so. 2And God made the beasts of the earth according
to their kinds and the livestock according to their kinds, and everything that
creeps on the ground according to its kind. And God saw that it was good.



6Then God said, “Let us make man in our image, after our likeness. And
let them have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the
heavens and over the livestock and over all the earth and over every creeping
thing that creeps on the earth.”

The Fiery Furnace Daniel 3:1-30

A reading from Daniel, the third chapter.

'King Nebuchadnezzar made an image of gold, whose height was sixty
cubits and its breadth six cubits. He set it up on the plain of Dura, in the
province of Babylon. 2Then King Nebuchadnezzar sent to gather the satraps,
the prefects, and the governors, the counselors, the treasurers, the justices, the
magistrates, and all the officials of the provinces to come to the dedication of
the image that King Nebuchadnezzar had set up. 3Then the satraps, the
prefects, and the governors, the counselors, the treasurers, the justices, the
magistrates, and all the officials of the provinces gathered for the dedication
of the image that King Nebuchadnezzar had set up. And they stood before the
image that Nebuchadnezzar had set up. And the herald proclaimed aloud,
“You are commanded, O peoples, nations, and languages, °that when you hear

8Therefore at that time certain Chaldeans came forward and maliciously
accused the Jews. °They declared to King Nebuchadnezzar, “O king, live
forever! %You, O king, have made a decree, that every man who hears the
sound of the horn, pipe, lyre, trigon, harp, bagpipe, and every kind of music,
shall fall down and worship the golden image. **And whoever does not fall
down and worship shall be cast into a burning fiery furnace. ?There are
certain Jews whom you have appointed over the affairs of the province of
Babylon: Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. These men, O king, pay no
attention to you; they do not serve your gods or worship the golden image that
you have set up.”

13Then Nebuchadnezzar in furious rage commanded that Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abednego be brought. So they brought these men before the
king. 1*“Nebuchadnezzar answered and said to them, “Is it true, O Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abednego, that you do not serve my gods or worship the golden
image that | have set up? °>Now if you are ready when you hear the sound of
the horn, pipe, lyre, trigon, harp, bagpipe, and every kind of music, to fall
down and worship the image that | have made, well and good. But if you do
not worship, you shall immediately be cast into a burning fiery furnace. And
who is the god who will deliver you out of my hands?”

16Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego answered and said to the king, “O
Nebuchadnezzar, we have no need to answer you in this matter. *If this be so,
our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the burning fiery furnace,
and he will deliver us out of your hand, O king. '8But if not, be it known to
you, O king, that we will not serve your gods or worship the golden image
that you have set up.”

¥Then Nebuchadnezzar was filled with fury, and the expression of his face
was changed against Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. He ordered the
furnace heated seven times more than it was usually heated. 2°And he ordered
some of the mighty men of his army to bind Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abednego, and to cast them into the burning fiery furnace. 2! Then these men
were bound in their cloaks, their tunics, their hats, and their other garments,

Service of Holy Baptism

Baptismal Address
P} On this holiest of nights, the whole Church of our Lord Jesus Christ
recalls His death and burial, rejoicing with great joy in the Gospel of His
glorious and mighty resurrection from the dead.
