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A Reflection by Fr. Manasseh

“WHOEVER DOES NOT CARRY HIS OWN CROSS AND COME AFTER ME CANNOT BE MY DISCIPLE”

Two Sundays ago, we heard Jesus admonishing His followers to enter the Kingdom of God through the 
narrow gate. By this, Jesus revealed that only the diffi  cult and costly way of discipline can lead to eternal 
bliss. In the Gospel passage this weekend, Jesus teaches on the cost of discipleship, that is, what one would 
necessarily need to forego in order to successfully navigate life under the banner and standard of Jesus.

In Luke’s account of the cost of discipleship, Jesus makes “hatred” of father, mother, siblings, indeed one’s 
family, the fi rst and necessary prerequisite for discipleship. In Biblical covenant context, the term “hate” 
does not denote deep-seated feelings of resentment, but rather acঞ ons which demonstrate one’s loyalty 
or disloyalty to an overlord. The person who loves his Lord is loyal and faithful to him while the one who 
hates him exhibits acts of rebellion and disloyalty against him. Jesus is simply saying that anyone who 
would be reluctant to displease the most proximate relaঞ ves when they run in contradicঞ on to Jesus’ 
standards has eff ecঞ vely made the choice to forgo discipleship. The disciple is expected to place Jesus 
and His standard over and above self, personal desires and fi llia relaঞ onships and, if need be, be willing to 
break family ঞ es if one’s family opposes the call of Christ on one’s life. No one should literally stop loving 
their family, though, because love of God and love of neighbor are the summaঞ on of God’s law, and one’s 
family certainly qualifi es as one’s neighbor.

If the demand to hate one’s family sounds shocking to us, Jesus made a more outrageous demand of His 
followers. “Whoever does not carry his own cross and come a[ er me cannot be my disciple.” Here, Jesus makes 
it an absolute requirement for the intending disciple to not only accept suff ering, persecuঞ on and shame 
for the sake of the Kingdom, but to willingly and paঞ ently bear it in daily imitaঞ on of Christ.

Following Jesus will cost you everything you have. If there is anything or even anyone you cannot give 
up because of Jesus, you are not ready for discipleship. The path to salvaঞ on requires us to renounce 
self, family and material wealth, and rather embrace the diffi  cult way of suff ering and discipline in order 
to a� ain the true liberty and disposiঞ on that is needed to truly imitate Jesus. A notorious a� achment to 
sin and the things of this world that has not been severed by a superior love of God will certainly hinder 
discipleship. 

Let us ask the Lord to fi ll our hearts with deep love that will make detachment from worldly encumbrances 
realizable and the humble imitaঞ on of Christ easier.

necessary for the mezzanine steel.

Hand-Carved in Bethlehem
Please stop by the tables of 
religious wares (naঞ vity sets, 
rosaries, statues, crucifi xes, 
charms, and more) a[ er all the 
Masses the weekend of September 17 and 18.

Ayman Khair represents about 180 Chrisঞ an 
families from Bethlehem. These families have 
been dependent upon sales of their hand-carved 
religious arঞ cles to tourists of the Holy Land. Due 
to the confl ict in the Middle East and the Pandemic, 
tourism was stopped completely between March 
2, 2020 and February 2022. It is very important to 
support them at this criঞ cal ঞ me since they have 
no income and there is no government to take 
care of them. In order to survive, they have turned 
to Chrisঞ an communiঞ es in the United States to 
purchase their arঞ cles.

These hand-carved religious arঞ cles are beyond 
descripঞ on. Carved from wood of the sacred Olive 
tree, this workmanship has been tradiঞ onal for 
these families for hundreds of years. It is hoped 
that through the eff orts of Mr. Khair, these families 
who have li� le income are able to survive in the 
Holy Land. Sadly enough, the Chrisঞ an populaঞ on 
dropped from 22% to less than 2% in the last 20 
years.

A Note From The SJB Principal
Dear Parishioners,

Do you have a child who would like to join us for the 2022-23 school year? Our enrollment conঞ nues to 
grow and, although we have a few remaining spots in most grade levels, we do have a waiঞ ng list in 3rd 
grade. Our student/teacher raঞ o is the best in town. Preschool 3s classes are 15:2 and Pre-Kindergarten 
classes are 20:2. I have also promised our parents that we will maintain no more than 25 students in 
each class from Kindergarten through 8th grade to ensure that we are able to diff erenঞ ate instrucঞ on 
eff ecঞ vely in order to meet the needs of all learners.

As many of you may know, the Arizona Legislature passed HB 2853 which would provide a universal 
Empowerment Scholarship Account (ESA) to all students a� ending a private school. While this is very 
exciঞ ng news for all of us, we are being advised by the Diocese that there sঞ ll may be some roadblocks 
ahead.
